NAEP Report on American High Schools: 2005 Transcript Study. A comprehensive report on courses taken and 12th grade achievement, looking across the high school curriculum.  Presenting data from the NAEP 2005 high school transcript study with an analysis of 12th grade achievement results in mathematics and science.  May be accompanied by a “report in brief” with key findings.

NAGB Reports in Fall 2006

Achievement Gaps. Analysis of patterns and trends for all subjects, grades, and states, using data from 2005 and previous NAEP assessments.  Data disaggregated by race/ethnicity, gender, poverty status, and percentile distributions (high and low-scoring students).  Will include national, state, and regional comparisons, data for public and private schools, and different types of communities (urban, suburban, and rural).

Eighth Grade Mathematics—Patterns and Trends in Instruction and Achievement.  Will use data from NAEP background questionnaires and assessments to describe the mathematics taught and learned at this key grade, which serves as the gateway to a strong math and science curriculum in high school.
